Individual Class Information 
 

Beech and Willow Classes: Monday 24th November: as part of our ‘Religion and 

Worldview’s curriculum, key stage 2 children will be visited by a representative from 

the Bristol and West Progressive Jewish Congregation. The children will be learning 

about the role of the synagogue in Jewish life, the Torah and Shabbat and have an 

opportunity to see Jewish artefacts including the Torah Scrolls.
